
I n the fall of 2001, a newly formed
Technology Committee compiled a
report regarding the feasibility of cre-

ating a Technology Academy within the
Jamestown Schools. Career academies
have grown in popularity in recent years,
and now operate in thousands of high
schools. Academies are sub-groups within
schools, organized around a particular
theme. For example, career academies
combine key principles of the school-to-
career movement - integrate academic
and vocational instruction, provide work-
based learning opportunities for students
and prepare students for post-secondary education and employment – with the personalized
learning environment of a small, focused learning community. Teachers and students integrate
academic and occupation-related classes as a way to enhance real-world relevance and maintain
high academic standards. Local employer partnerships provide program planning guidance,
mentors, and work internships. 

Jamestown Schools proposed Technology Academy will be located in the old Administration
Building at 200 East Fourth Street. The old Administration Building was in desperate need of
repair due to deterioration caused by the building’s age. All systems needed updating and this
type of project could not receive state aid because students weren’t housed in the building.

JPS’ administration evaluated ways to update the building, and it became evident that placing
a two million dollar remodeling project into our General Budget would be an unfair burden to
our taxpayers. Therefore, the most feasible option was to remodel the building and make it an
extension of JHS. The building would then house JHS students and also become the home of
some of our adult extension classes allowing for 95% state aid. 

This state-of-the-art facility will model significant emerging trends and research related to stu-
dent learning, technology, vocational education and smaller learning communities. Interested
9th through 12th grade students will be offered the opportunity to enroll in specialized and/or
advanced technical courses to successfully prepare them to enter related career field or enroll in
technical school or universities. These programs will also be designed to prepare students to

enter the local workforce and to
meet the technological demands of
present and future occupations. 

The preliminary strategy is for
all JHS freshmen to enroll in a
Computer Arts/Career Exploration
Sampler. Each student will partici-
pate in a mini-course in each pro-
gram available at the Technology
Academy, which will also meet cur-
rent state requirements for
Introduction to Occupations. Upon
completion of the Sampler, students
may apply for admission to the pro-
gram/programs of their choice in
their sophomore, junior or senior
years. 
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I
would like to take this
opportunity to wish each
of you a happy holiday

season. It is a great time of
the year to gather with family
and friends. These special
times with our families and
community often create fond
memories that in some cases
turn into great traditions.

It is also a time to begin
discussing our proposed new
Technology Academy that
was recently bid. The new
academy will be housed in
the old Administration
Building at 200 East 4th

Street.  As you may recall,
this building needs extensive
renovation, especially to its
infrastructure (electrical,
heating and plumbing). We
were able to use state aid of
95% for this project because
we will house students in the
building. We recently received
bids that were over budget
for this project and we are
now meeting with our archi-
tects and engineers to finalize
the costs for this building so
that construction will move
forward in the very near
future. The Technology
Academy will house a
tourism academy, GED pro-
grams, adult basic education,
home teaching, and many
computer related courses
that will benefit our students
by giving them training and
education to obtain informa-
tion-based jobs. We are really
excited about this new
opportunity for our students
and community!

“All my stocks are
way down.

“Last week my
stock was at 47, this
week it’s 49!”

No, you’re not lis-
tening in on a stock-
broker’s conversa-
tion, but to students
in the Advanced Learning Program’s stock market unit. Teacher Linda Taylor
set up the unit to give 4th, 5th, and 6th grade students the opportunity to
learn more about the stock market and how it works. 

The students learn about bear and bull markets, incorporation, portfo-
lios, dividends, and how to read stocks. Students start with a fictional
$2,000 and they can buy a variety of blue chip stocks including
McDonald’s, K-Mart and Walt Disney Corp. The older students are also
allowed to pick stocks themselves based on research. The student with the
greatest portfolio gain at the end wins a giant candy bar.

“I bought Pacific Sun because the merchandise is cool and it’s doing
good in the market,” said Washington student, Sara Angeli. 

Students keep track of their stocks on a weekly basis. They look at
Yahoo Finance to check their stocks, study charts, and check different bro-
kerage companies for advice on what stocks to buy next. They also reevalu-
ate their portfolio each week to decide whether to buy or sell off their
stocks. Math is involved in order to calculate their profit or loss. One rule
of the game is students must own stock in at least six different companies
to win. This is so students keep diversity in their portfolios.

The class also has guest speakers, like Randy Ordines, a local investment
counselor, who talk to students about trading stocks and investing money
as a profession. ALP students are lucky to have this opportunity to learn a
real-life skill, practice their math skills, and have fun. 

Middle School News

E
ighth grade students received a special weather message
from Mike Cejka from Channel 4 in Buffalo. Mr. Cejka’s
presentation enhanced the students’ weather unit by

including a discussion about his job as a meterologist and
what duties he performs on a daily basis. Students learned
about weather instruments such as barometors, talked about
high and low pressure areas, cold fronts, and how computers
are an important part of his job. He explained that to be a
meterologist, you must study math and science, understand
computer graphics, and be an excellent communicator. He
also showed a video on the effects of global warming on all
areas of the world. He involved the kids by asking them ques-
tions about what they are studying and then enhanced their
learning by giving them more information. 

Mr. Cejka ended his presentation by telling the students
that no matter what profession they decide to pursue that
computer skills will be needed.

For the 2nd year, the Extended School Day Violence Prevention Grant has
made it possible for students at Jefferson Middle School to become
involved with iMovie Club.Currently 30 students in 5th through 8th

grades are learning the basics of digital video recording under the direction
of Mr. Stephen Cole and Ms. Ruth Kriese.

The club meets on Wednesdays and Thursdays for one hour after school.
Recently students working in collaborative teams of two or three produced a
one-minute digital video movie. Each team was responsible for recording,
downloading, editing, and adding transitions, special effects, and audio to
their movie. These short movies were then shared and critiqued with other
members of the iMovie Club.

The next major project the club will create involves a demonstration.
Students will again work in collaborative groups to complete a demonstration of their choice. Language arts skills will be integrat-
ed with technology in this project, as students will find it necessary to use scripts and storyboards. 

An ongoing project of iMovie Club is a video diary that documents the events of the school year. iMovie Club also plans to make
a series of commercial sized clips promoting Character Education. These clips called, “Making the Right Choice” will deal with
potential issues facing a middle school student and the consequences of making choices. The video diary, as well as the “Making
the Right Choice” clips, will hopefully be shown to the student populace at the end of the school year via the SAFARI System.

Of course, much of this is related to the
September 11th terrorist attacks on the World Trade Center and the
subsequent fall of the stock market and a decline in our economy.

You can be assured that our central administration will do its best in
this difficult budget year to work with our Board of Education to deliver
the very best budget we can - a budget that will meet the delicate bal-
ance of the needs of our children and the needs of our taxpayers. We
will keep you informed through our newsletters and the local media as
this budget is developed during the next few months.

uncover in the basement – the PACT Program! This unique preschool experience, which
brings parents into school with their three and four-year-olds, is a collaborative program,

co-sponsored by Jamestown Schools and the Jamestown Community Learning Council. 
Meet the PACT Preschool team: Karen Tordella is the preschool teacher and Christina Kebort is

her capable classroom aide. Julie Poppleton works closely with Karen to interface the children’s
component with the adults. Coordinating PACT parent involvement, Valerie Deyell recruits and
enrolls families, as well as coordinating the child care room. Val, Cassie McEntire, and Sherri
Moreland provide a cozy, nurturing “home away from home” for younger PACT family siblings.

PACT convenes each weekday except Wednesday, which is reserved for program planning and
home-visiting. Busing is offered to PACT families, who arrive at breakfast tim., Our preschoolers
start the day sharing story time with their parents, who devote lots of time and energy to sup-
porting and extending the preschool curriculum. As the months go
by, the children are likely to hear stories that have been written
especially for them self-published by their talented parents! 

The PACT program offers daily opportunities to work individually
or in a small-group setting; twice-weekly PACT times focus on par-
ent-child interaction and often feature literature extension activities
that have been planned and created by parents. When they leave,
parents take with them strategies and techniques for ensuring that
learning doesn’t end when the school day does. For the past three
years, the PAT (Parents as Teachers early childhood development and
family support program has been incorporated into the PACT agen-
da. PAT uses the Born to Learn curriculum translating compelling
brain research into concrete advice that helps parents give their chil-
dren the best possible start in life and prepares them for success
when they enter school. Not to be outdone by their big brothers
and sisters, younger siblings enjoy monthly PACT parent-child activi-
ties, too.
