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S
ummer school isn’t just math, science
and English classes anymore. From regu-
lar core courses to enrichment classes to

after school programs, over 450 Jamestown
students chose from a wide variety of cours-
es.In the traditional summer school, stu-
dents at the high school level chose from
English, history, math, science, business,
health and driver education. At the middle
school level, English, math, social studies and

science were offered. 
For the second year, an Enrichment

Program was offered for middle school stu-
dents in English, math and Spanish.
Participation in the Enrichment Program was
voluntary.

In the English Enrichment Program, stu-
dents wrote poems, legends, fractured fairy
tales and ghost stories. They also took a field
trip to Chautauqua Institution. They ended
the program by holding a Writer’s Tea
Workshop. The students dressed-up and pre-
sented their summer work to an appreciative

audience. They also served traditional tea,
punch, cookies and cake.

“These kids were great and very creative,”
said English enrichment teacher, Mrs.
Hansen. “We had fun and learned at the
same time.”

In the math enrichment program, geome-
try was the primary focus. Students con-
structed kites using geometric shapes and
protractors, polyhedrons from cardboard,
and demonstrated the “rule of six”through
drawings. They also presented their work at
the Creative Writing tea. 

“These programs are nice because it gives
us extra time to work with the kids,”said
Mrs. Callen, math enrichment teacher. “I try
to explain that math is everywhere.”
